Hilary was born and bred in
Dublin, Ireland and educated at Trinity College, Divinity School at Harvard and
University of Chicago. She earned her PHD at Boston College’s School of Man-
agement with a focus on change and transformation. Author of numerous jour-
nal articles and editor of the successful Handbooks of Action Research, she re-
cently coauthored Eros/Power: Love in the Spirit of Inquiry (with Bill Torbert,
2016). Hilary convenes AR+ actionresearchplus.com, a global community for
participatory action research scholar-practitioners “accomplishing more good together than we can alone.”
